New Parking Garage  
In early May 2009, construction of a new multi level parking garage 
accommodating 765 cars started in current parking lots 10 and 11, 
which are located on the Southeast part of Sunnybrook property. When 
complete in May 2010, the garage will be used for staff parking. The 
structure is being built to reduce existing parking pressures and to 
address the parking needs of the campus when the Women & Babies 
Program moves to their new facilities in M-Wing on the Bayview 
campus in 2010 and the new Research floors are fitted-out.

Schulich Heart Centre 
Redevelopment Project
Sunnybrook’s Schulich Heart Centre redevelopment project will 
create new facilities for the Schulich Heart Centre. These new facilities 
include: a “cutting edge” cardiac acute care unit (CACU) on C3, 
high intensity cardiology beds on C3, a new procedural unit on B3, 
renovated cardiology, cardiac & vascular surgery unit on D3, medical/
radiation oncology unit on C2 and surgical oncology unit on D6. The 
project will achieve clinical realignment for the Schulich and Surgical 
Oncology Programs on the third and sixth floors respectively. 

Odette Cancer Centre 
Redevelopment 
The Odette Cancer Centre (OCC) Chemotherapy unit was originally 
built to accommodate approx 5,800 patient visits per year; the 
demand today is for more than 17,000 visits per year. The OCC 
redevelopment project will address this growth through the following 
main components:
�‡��Increase and renovate the Chemotherapy suite from 32 to 42 

patient stations on T1
�‡��New expanded Pharmacy on T1
�‡��Reception area renovation and expansion also on T1

This project is being handled in phases over a number of years and 
is expected to begin in June 2009.

Emergency Department and 
John & Liz Tory Regional 
Trauma Centre Expansion 
The Emergency Department (ED) expansion has doubled the size of 
the old department and added: additional medical imaging equipment 
(including a new CT Scanner Suite) and an increase in stretcher bays 
from approximately 30 to 48. These facilities will help to improve 
patient-flow at Sunnybrook and reduce ambulance off-loading delays. 

The project included the development of approximately 37,000 
bgsf (building gross square feet), including Medical Imaging. 
Approximately 50% of this space is new space and 50% was existing 
space that was renovated. 

What’s happening now?

The contractor has fully mobilized on site and shoring work is 
almost complete. Foundation excavation, forming and concrete 
work is proceeding. Site services work on the South Road adjacent 
to the parking garage construction is planned to start in early 
August and will be completed within a month.

What’s happening now?

Construction has started on the Schulich project with a large-
scale move of units in and around the construction zone to take 
place late September 2009. Construction for the full project is 
expected to be completed in June 2011.

What’s happening now?

This significant project that spanned almost three years is 
essentially complete. The final detail involves building an 
ambulance garage and canopy adjacent to the new Emergency 
Department walk-in entrance. The garage will house up to four 
ambulances and will also contain a decontamination area. The 
canopy will protrude over the walk-in entrance.
